302/2004 on the international judicial cooperation in criminal matters, published in the Official 

Gazette of Romania on 11 December 2013 Romania transposed the Framework Decision no. 

2009/829/JHA of 23 October 2009 on the application, between Member States of the European 

Union, of the principle of mutual recognition to decisions on supervision measures as an alternative

The legal provisions concerning the transposition of the aforementioned Framework entered into 

force within 15 days from the publication date in the Official Gazette of the transposing law, 

respectively on 26 December 2013. 

 

Based on the pertinent provisions of its legislation, Romania formulates the following statements 

referring at the application of the aforementioned Framework Decision: 

 

Notification under Article 6 

The competent authorities in Romania, when Romania is the issuing State, are the prosecution 

offices and the courts. When Romania is the executing state the competent authorities to receive the 

certificates delivered by other European Union Member states are:

The competent authorities to recognize the incoming decisions imposing supervision measures are 

the prosecution offices of the district courts (prosecution stage) and district courts (trial stage), as 

mentioned in Annexes 1-2.  
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Declaration made according to Article 8  

Where it is the executing state, Romania monitors supervision measures as referred to in Article 

8(1) of the Framework Decision.  

 

Also, Romania hereby declares that may take over the implementation of the following measures: a) 

an obligation not to engage in specified activities in relation with the offence(s) allegedly 

committed, which may include involvement in a specified profession or field of employment;  (b) 

an obligation not to drive a vehicle; (c) an obligation to deposit a certain sum of money or to give 

another type of guarantee, which may either be provided through a specified number of installments 

or entirely at once; (d) an obligation to undergo therapeutic treatment or treatment for addiction; (e) 

an obligation to avoid contact with specific objects. 

 

Declaration made according to Article 9  

Romania, as executing state, may recognize the supervision order not only when the person is a 

legal and ordinary resident in Romania, but also in case when one of his/her family members is a  

Romanian national or resident, or is going to engage in a professional activity, study or training in 

Romania.  

 

Declaration made according to Article 14 para. (4) 

Romania does not apply paragraph 1, the recognition being subject to a double criminality check.  

 

Declaration made according to Article 24 

As the executing state, Romania requires that the certificate and the decision be translated into the 

Romanian language.
