I am pleased to inform you that, in accordance with Article 25(2) of Council Framework 

Decision 2008/947/JHA of 27 November 2008 on the application of the principle of mutual 

recognition to judgments and probation decisions with a view to the supervision of probation 

measures and alternative sanctions (published in the Official Journal of the European Union, 

OJ L 337, 16 December 2008), the Czech Republic has implemented the Framework Decision in its 

domestic law. 
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The provisions of the Framework Decision were transposed into Czech law by Act No 104/2013 

Coll. on international judicial cooperation in criminal matters, which will enter into force on 

1 January 2014.

Annex 1 

Notification by the Czech Republic under Article 3(1) of Council Framework 
Decision 2008/947/JHA of 27 November 2008 on the application of the principle of mutual 
recognition to judgments and probation decisions with a view to the supervision of probation 
measures and alternative sanctions; addresses of competent authorities 
 

(A) Competent authorities 

1. Where the Czech republic is the issuing state: 

– district courts, regional courts, Prague and Brno Municipal Courts; 
 

2. Where the Czech Republic is the executing state: 

 
– the locally competent district courts. District courts can be contacted directly at the 

addresses given below; 

Where the Czech Republic is the executing state, the district court competent for taking 

decisions connected with a certificate from another Member State, and for the 

recognition and execution procedure, is the court in whose district the sentenced person 

resides. If that person is not resident in the Czech Republic, the competent authority is 

the district court in whose district that person has or last had a fixed residence. If it is 

not possible to determine the jurisdiction of a court, the competent authority is the 

District Court for Prague 6; 

 

– regional courts decide as regards legal remedies. 
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(B) Role of the Ministry of Justice of the Czech Republic 

 

 In accordance with Article 325(4) of Act 104/2013 Coll. on international judicial cooperation 

in criminal matters, the Ministry of Justice of the Czech Republic will, at the request of an authority 

of another Member State, cooperate in establishing the required information, in particular in 

determining the competent court to which the decision of another Member State should be sent or in 

confirming the conditions laid down in the law of the Czech Republic for recognition and 

enforcement of such a decision. In accordance with Article 337(4) of Act 104/2013 Coll. on 

international judicial cooperation in criminal matters, the Ministry of Justice of the Czech Republic 

will, at the request of the court, cooperate in establishing the required information, in particular in 

determining the competent authority of another Member State to which a decision should be sent or 

in confirming the conditions laid down in the law of that Member State for the recognition and 

enforcement of such a decision. The Ministry of Justice of the Czech Republic may be contacted at 

the address given below.

Declarations of the Czech Republic concerning Council Framework Decision 2008/947/JHA of

Declaration pursuant to Article 5(4) 
 
The Czech Republic hereby declares, in accordance with Article 5(4), that its competent executing 
authorities may agree to acknowledge the decision of another Member State in accordance with 
Article 5(2) of the Framework Decision, if the person to whom the decision is addressed  requests 
that the recognition and execution of that decision be acknowledged and if that person is resident on 
the territory of the Czech Republic or if it may reasonably be supposed that the person intends to 
reside there and if the acknowledgement of that decision for recognition and execution in the Czech 
Republic may be considered as appropriate and effective for purposes of ensuring the successful 
integration of that person in society. 
 
Declaration pursuant to Article 10(4) 
 
The Czech Republic hereby declares that it will not apply Article 10(1). 
 
With regard to the above declaration, on the territory of the Czech Republic, recognition of 
judgments that impose sentences not involving deprivation of liberty, supervision or appropriate 
limitations or obligations is subject to the condition that the judgment relates to acts which also 
constitute an offence under the law of the  Czech Republic, whatever its constituent elements or 
however it is described. 
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Declaration pursuant to Article 14(3) 
 
The Czech Republic hereby declares that in the cases referred to in Article 14(3)(a) of the 
Framework Decision, the Czech Republic  will not, in the event of a breach of imposed obligations 
and restrictions, adopt any subsequent decision and it will be for another EU state to adopt binding 
measures in accordance with its domestic law. 
 
Declaration pursuant to Article 21 
 
The Czech Republic will accept certificates produced in Czech or accompanied by a translation into 
Czech. With respect to the Slovak Republic, the Czech Republic will accept certificates produced in
