I Directiva a fost transpusa de catre Romania prin Legea nr. 236/2017, publicata
in data de 14 decembrie 2017. Legea a intrat in vigoare in data de 17 decembrie
2017.

Il n conformitate cu articolul 33 din Directiva, Romania notifica urmatoarele:

1.Autoritatile emitente competente, potrivit art. 2 (c) din directiva, sunt parchetele
competente in cursul urmaririi penale si instantele competente in cursul judecatii.
Autoritatile de executare competente, potrivit art. 2 (d) sunt parchetele competente in
cursul urmaririi penale si instantele competente, in cursul judecatii.

2.Potrivit articolul 5 (2) din dlrectlva, limbile acceptate sunt engleza, franceza si romana.
n cazuri urgente, este necesara o traducere in limba romani.

3.Potrivit articolului 7 (3) din directiva, autoritatile centrale sunt:

a) Ministerul Justitiei, Directia Drept International si Cooperare Judiciara, Serviciul
cooperare judiciara internationala in materie penala - in cursul judecatii;

b) Ministerul Public - in cursul urmaririi penale, dupa cum urmeaza:

- Parchetul de pe langd Tnalta Curte de Casatie si Justitie, Directia Nationala
Anticoruptie - Serviciul de cooperare judiciara internationala si programe - pentru
infractiuni grave de coruptie;
- Parchetul de pe langi inalta Curte de Casatie si Justitie, Directia de Investigare a
Infractiunilor de Criminalitate Organizata §i Terorism - Serviciul de cooperare,
reprezentare si asistenta judiciara internationala - pentru infractiunile de criminalitate
organizata si terorism;

- Parchetul de pe langa inalta Curte de Casatie si Justitie - Serviciul de cooperare
judiciara, relatii internationale si programe - pentru alte infractiuni;

Rolul autoritatilor centrale este de a facilita comunicarea, regula fiind contactul direct.
1. Tn conformitate cu articolul 34 (4) din Directiva, Romania notifica faptul ca va continua

sa aplice Conventia Consiliului Europei privind criminalitatea informatica (Budapesta, 23
noiembrie 2001).

Notification from Romania concerning the transposition of the Directive 2014/41/EU of
the European Parliament and of the Council of 3 April 2014 regarding the European
Investigation Order in criminal matters (‘the Directive’)

I, The Directive has been transposed by Romania by Law 236/2017, published on 14
December 2017. The law entered into force on 17 December 2017.

. Pursuant to Article 33 of the Directive, Romania notifies the following:

1. The competent issuing authorities under Article 2(c) of the Directive are the
competent prosecutor’s office during the criminal prosecution (pre-trial) phase and
the competent court during the trial phase. The competent executing authorities
under article 2 (d) are the competent prosecutor’s office during the criminal
prosecution (pre-trial) phase and the competent court during the trial phase.

2. According to article 5 (2) of the Directive, the languages accepted are English, French
and Romanian. In urgent matters, a translation into Romanian is necessary.

3. Under article 7 (3) of the Directive, the Central Authorities are:

a) Ministry of Justice, Directorate for International Law and Judicial Cooperation, Division
for International Judicial Cooperation in Criminal matters - during trial phase;

b) Public Ministry - during criminal prosecution phase, as follows:

- Prosecutor’s Office of the High Court of Cassation and Justice, National Anti-Corruption
Directorate, Division for International Judicial Cooperation and Programs - for serious
corruption offences;

- Prosecutor’s Office of the High Court of Cassation and Justice, Directorate for Investigation
of Organized Crime and Terrorism, Division for Cooperation, Representation and
international judicial assistance - for organized crime and terrorism offences;

- Prosecutor’s Office of the High Court of Cassation and Justice, Division for Judicial
Cooperation, International Relations and Programs, for other crimes.

The role of the central authorities is to facilitate communication, but direct contact is the
rule.

1. Pursuant to Article 34(4) of the Directive, Romania notifies that it will continue

to apply the Council of Europe Cybercrime Convention (Budapest, 12 November
2001).
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
